· William Phipps (d.1610) ‘purchased an estate of a house and 2 yardlands (perhaps that held by Rewley Abbey in the 1530s by Robert Page) among the lands sold about 1575 by John Chamberlain. The estate in Yarnton remained in the family until 1739 when it was sold to Exeter College. The farmhouse, College Mead, is a stone-built house of 1610, partly rebuilt in brick in 1710.

The land had been part of Yarnton Manor which in turn had been part of Eynsham Abbey and subsequently Rewley Abbey. Yarnton was sold by Henry VIII to George Owen (d.1558) his physician. It seems to have been passed on in parcels.  Approx. 55  acres.’
